1. Eligibility 
a. Only members of the Central Jersey Middlesex County USBC are eligible to compete in this tournament. Non-
members may enter by paying the local association fee (CJMCUSBC, $10.00, available on site).  
b. No PBA exempt members will be eligible to participate. 
 
2. Handicap 
a. This is a Handicap singles event where the Handicap will be 100% of 225. 
 
3. Averages 
a. Bowlers will use their Highest book average from 2010-2011 
b. If there is no book average from 2010-2011, then the bowler will use their highest book average from 2009-2010. 
c. If there are no book averages present, bowler will use his/her’s highest average as of January 1st, 2012 with a 
minimum of 21 games (bowler must provide league standing sheet with Secretaries Signature for verification 
purposes.) 
d. If none of the above average requirements can be met bowler will use 225.  
 
4. TO QUALIFY FOR FINALS 
a. 3 games across 6 lanes, total pins plus handicap. 
b. The top 8 bowlers will qualify for the finals 
c. Maximum of 6 bowlers per pair (if we have more than 4 bowlers to a pair we will re-oil for the finals) 
d. If ties occur for last qualifying spot, a one (1) game roll-off shall be conducted. If the score remains tied, a 9th and 
10th frame roll-off will be conducted until winner is determined. 
 
5. FINALS 
a. Tournament committee will assign lanes according to seeded position based on Total Pinfall from the Qualifying 
Round. 
b. One game matches, total pins (Plus Handicap). If tie occurs, 9th and 10th frames shall be re-bowled until the tie is 
broken 
c. Single Elimination Matches 
 
6. USBC RULE 319D 
1. Waived (Reporting prior prize winnings) 
 
7. USBC RULE 319E 
1. Waived (Average Adjustment for Entry) 
 
8. PRIZES 
a. At least one out of every six entries will receive prize money. 
b. Prize fee returned 100%. 
 
9. All other USBC rules apply. Tournament Committee reserves all rights. 
 
GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS 

1- Bowlers must check-in at least 30 minutes prior to start of squad 
2- Walk-ins will be accepted up to 15 minutes prior to start of squad or until maximum number of entries is 

accepted (60). 
3- If a bowler is prepaid, he/she has until the end of practice to arrive or his/her spot will be given to the first 

name on the waiting list - if no bowlers are waiting they may start in the frame being bowled at that time.  
Bowler will receive a zero score for all frames missed. 

4- Two re-racks permitted per game, additional re-racks must be approved by a tournament official. 
5- Refunds - no refunds will be permitted unless approved by the tournament director. 
6- If you wish to be paired with specific individuals, please send entry forms in together and we will do our 

best to place you on the same pair.  Please note walk-ins will be given lane assignments to best suit the 
flow of the tournament.
